At each of the three eligible 
shows members will gain points as if they were in a regular market class that will be 
counted for bonus points. You are only eligible to enter one lamb per show in this 
class. It may be a lamb that you have entered in a standard market class earlier in 
the day. At the end of the 3 shows offering this class the 2 individuals with the most 
points will receive a cash prize. Other shows offering this class include the Blue & 
Gold June 21 and the central summer classic june 8.  class premiums will be offered.
